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The Mexican Fine Arts Cenfer Museum is honored fo be organizing the first international retrospective of one
of México's greatest arfists, Maria lzquierdo. The exhibifion will showcase over seventy works of art coming
from private collectors and museums throughout México as well as the United States.

At an early age, Maria |zquierdo emerged onto the post-revolutionary Mexican cultural scene during the fime
of the Muralist Movement. Her artwork was nourished by the prevailing intellectual climate in México, which
al the time debated the possibility of an art which was both genuinely Mexican as well as modern. Maria
lzquierdo was the first woman arfist from México fo have a solo exhibition in the United States (1930). Her
works of art have come to form part of what is known as the Mexican School of Painting.

Even though Maria lzquierdo was prolific in the production of art, she nevertheless remains virtually unknown
outside of México. This exhibifion will reintroduce the arfistic accomplishments of Maria |zquierdo fo the
public in the United States, a woman whose arfistic vocation remained faithful o the investigation of diverse
visual art expressions. This diversity takes place within her personal subject matter, while through her color
and use of space, she expressed her commitment o create something that goes beyond @ mere autobio-
graphical anecdote.

This retrospective, curated by one of México's premiere curators, Professor Luis-Martin Lozano, will also be
